-Cuando hablamos de otras personas (He/She), al verbo se le agrega una -s

pero cuando el verbo termina en (0, sh, ch, x, s) se le agrega -es:

(sujeto + verbo + actividad + dia + hora/tiempo del dia)

Ejemplos:

(My dad) He goes running on Mondays at 9am.
(el va a correr los lunes a las 9am)
(My mom) She has English lessons every Wednesday.

(ella tiene clases de inglés todos los miércoles)

Ejemplos: On Mondays or On Monday afternoons

(los lunes o los lunes por las tardes)

para hacerlos plurales:
Ejemplos: Every Monday or Every Morning

(todos los lunes o todas las mafianas)

(My sister) She doesn’t do homework on sundays.

(ella no hace tarea los domingos)

-En negativo, al verbo ya No se le agrega la -s o0 -es en la tercera persona.
